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OVERVIEW

The Jeanne Clery Disclosure of Campus Security Policy and Canpus Crime Statistics Act or Clery Act (20
U.S.C.1092 requires institutions of higher learning to disclose safety and security related statistics and
policies in regard to the respective organization . These statistics are meant to warn students, employees, and
applicants of the recent incidents of crime on campus. The Baptist Bible College(BBC) Annual Security & Fire
Safety Report is intended to accommodate the requirements of The Clery Act. BBC also uses this document to
communicate other important information in respect to the safety and security needs o n our campus.

PREPARATION

The Department of Safety & Security maintain s a databaseof all collected data relating to crimes reported to
have occurred on the campus of BBC. The Director of Safety& Security prepares the Clery Statistics annually.
The Director of Safety & Security works in cooperation with local law enforcement to ensure the accuracy of
the statistics disclosed in this report.

DISSEMINATION

BBC publishes the Annual Security & Fire Safety on or before October 1st of each year. At the time of
publication , an email notification will be sent direct ly to all enrolled students and current employees. The
Clery Act is available on the BBC website athttp://www.gobbc.edu/safety -and-security. Students and
employees (curent and prospective) may obtain a paper copy at the Safety and Security office Monday ¢

The Department of Safety & Security is located in the lower floor of the Administration

building . You may contact our office at the numbers listed above. Officers are on duty 24/7/365
The Safety and SecurityDepartment acquires its enforcement authority from the administ rative
cabinet of BBC. Safety & Security Officers are granted authority to issue citations to students and
employees that encourage compliance with the safety & security policies of BBC.

Safay & Security Officers do not have the authority to make arrest. Criminal incidences that require
arrest are referred to the appropriate law enforcement agencies that have authority over such
matters. The Department of Safety & Security maintains a workin g relationship with various Law
Enforcement Agencies, Public Safety Agencies,and elements of the Criminal Justice

System. Communication is maintained with other agencies, both on a formal and informal basis,

and crime-related reports and statistics are exchanged.

Please, d not disturb any evidence while waiting for campus security or the police to arrive.
Off-Campus Criminal Activity
If a criminal action occurs off campus, please call the local police at 911 to file your complaint and
then notify the Department Security & Security .

When a BBC student or employee is involved in any off -campus criminal activity, BBC Safety &

Security officers may assist with the investigation in cooperation with local, state, or federal law
enforcement.

The Department of Safety & Security maintains a working relationship with the Springfi eld Police
Department, whose officers work and communicate with the department on serious incidents
occurring on campus or in the immediate neighborhood.

BBC does not operate any non-campus housing or non-campus student organization facilities.

Confidential Reporting Procedure

If you are the victim of a crime and do not want to pursue action with the Department of Safety &
Security or local law enforcement, you may still want to consider making a confidential report. With
your permission, the Director of Safety and Security can file a report on the details of the incident
without revealing your identity. The purpose of a confidential report is to comply wit  h your wish to
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keep the matter confidential, while taking steps to ensure the future safety of yourself and others.
With such information, the college can keep accurate records of the number of incidents involving
students, determine where there is a pattern of crime with regard to a particular location, method, or
assailant, and alert the campus community to potential danger. Reports filed in this manner are
counted and disclosed in the annual crimes statistics for the institution.

Pastoral and Professional Counselors

soA s NN

considered to be a campus security authority and are not required to report crimes for inclusion into
the annual disclosure of crime statistics. As a matter of policy , they are encouraged, if and when they
deem appropriate, to inform persons being counseled of the procedures to report crimes on a
voluntary basis for inclusion into the annual crime statistics.

Pastoral Counselor

An employee of an institution, who is associated with a religious order or denomination, is
recognized by that religious order or denomination as someone who provides confidential
counseling, and is functioning within the scope of that recognition as a pastoral counselor .

Professional Counselor

An employee of an institution whose official responsibilities include providing psychological

Disclosure of Results of Disciplinary Proceedings Policy Statement

Upon request, BBC will disclose the results of any disciplinary proceeding conducted by the
institution against a student who is the alleged perpetrator of any crime of violence or a non-forcible
sex offence to the victim, or next of kin(if the victim is deceased).
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CRIME LOG

The Department of Safety & Security maintains a written, easily understood daily crime log that
records, by the date the crime was reported, any crime that occurred on campus, on a noncampus
building or property, on public property, or within the patrol jurisdiction of the
& Security and is reported to the campus security department. This log is kept in compliance with 34
Code of Federal Regulations 668.46. Any member of the campus community may request a paper
copy of this log by contacting a Safety & Security Officer at (417) 2686611 during regular business

hours.

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BUILDING SECURITY AND ACCESS

BBC Patriot Card

Any student or employee may obtain a BBC Patriot Card in the Department of Safety & Security.
These cards allow a broad range of access to campus facilities includingout not lim ited to the John
Rawlings Administration Building, Kennedy Fine Arts Building, G.B. Vick Library, W.E. Dowell
Fieldhouse, R.O. Woodworth Dinning Hall, Bill Askew Broadcast Center, Coffee Shop,
Berea/Zimmerman Hall, and all dormitories. Each building is lo cked according to carefully planned
schedules. Access permissions are granted based on employee, student, or visitor classification, and
special needs of each individual. Any fee does not guarantee access to campus facilitiesEmergencies
may necessitate changes or alterations to anyaccess level orschedules.

Dorm Access

In order to provide the most secure living environment possible, a security alarm and access control
system is in place 24 hours a day in every residence hall.During semesters, access to residence halls is
gained by utilization of a access card (Patriot Card) and a unique PIN number . In the absence of a
Patriot Card admittance may be obtained via security personnel, and is limited to Student Life Staff,
residence assistants resident students of the respective hdl and their guests, as well as housekeeping
staff (6:00 a.m:5:00 p.m.). Authorized service personnel (select Physical Plant, Information
Technologies staff, and vendors) are allowed access to residence halls to conduct their duties 10:00
a.m.t 5:00 p.m.; exceptions may be made after hours to makeemergency repairs.

Individuals not residing in the dorm may be background checked prior to access permissions being
assigned.

Access to the dorms may be given to guests of BBC at the discretion of the Director of Student Life.

Over extended breaks, the doors of all residence halls will be secured around the clock, and access
will be limited to student life staff, BBC housekeeping staff, authorized service personnel, and only
those resident students who might be given authorization by the Director of S tudent Life for such
access.

Apartment Access

Apartment residents are assigned a key to their apartment at the time they sign the lease. To gain
access in the event you are locked out of your apartment, you may call Security at (417)2686611. Be
prepared to show a photo ID to the responding officer to verif y your identity and for record keeping
purposes. A fee may be assessed after the third unlock due to lockout.

Non-Residential Facilities

The John Rawlings Administration Building is accessible to members of the campus community,
guests and visitors during normal business hours (8 amt 5 pm) Monday ¢ Friday, excluding holidays.
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Access to nonresidential facilities can be obtained through the Department of Safety & Security for
employees and certain other groups. Access to certain facilities may require prior written approval.
Procedure Overview:

Procedure for BBC employee (faculty and staff) access to BBC facilities when the College is closed
after business hours, holidays, inclement weather, or other event(s).

Responsibility:

The Department of Safety & Security is responsible for ensuring that all BBC property and facilities

are safe and secured when the College is closed after business hours, holidays, inclement weather, or
other event(s). The Department of Safety & Security Report System will be used to monitor
employee access to facilities during the above stated closures. If conditions are deemed unsafe for any
employees, the Department of Safety & Security maintains the right to decline a request for building
access.

Procedure Details:

T Employees who have key access to college facilitiesmust notify Safety & Security when they
depart.

T Any Employee without key access wishing to gain entry to a campus building must call before
their arrival Safety & Security at 4172686611 before arrival to campus Responsetime may
vary based on emergency needs and officer availability.

1 Photo ID may be requested for verification.

1 A Safety & Security Officer will record employee name and location of building and room
number they wish to enter and the estimated time of departure in their Daily Officer Report.

1 Upon verification of ID, an Officer will assist employee with access to building and room.

T Employee must notify Safety & Security by calling 417-2686611 when they are ready to leave
the facility.

T Employee with key ac cesswill ensure that doors are secured upon exiting.

1 Safety & Security will then check to ensure that the building has been properly secured.

1 Advance notification of access needed can be done via email with the request coming from the
Dean or Director of a division or department to the Director of Safety & Security.
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CAMPUS CRIME ALERTS (TIMELY NOTIFICATIONS)

BBCis committed to providing a safe environment for all of our constituencies. The cooperation of all
of our constituencies is paramount in promoting a safe environment. The Director of Safety &
Security will issue a campus crime alert if there is any instance of crime reportable under the Clery
Act that represents aserious or continuing threat to our campus.

The Director of Safety & Security may choose to disseminate a timely warning outside Clery
reportable offenses in the event it is deemed appropriate to aid in the prevention of a similar crime.

These alerts will be reserved for our campus community and disseminated via email, or mail. The
judgment of when, and what to disclose w ill be determined by an analysis of the nature of the crime,
safety risk the issue presents, as well as the risk of compromise to an ongoing law enforcement
investigation.
